Location and description of the district: One of the

Officially, the 
hunting for chamois begins in 
mid-September, but the best 
but the best trophies are always taken 
between 15 October and 15 November.

success. The hunting ground is about 3 hours from Sibiu 
Sibiu airport. By the way: Of the 50 
best chamois in the world, 30 come 
from the Southern Carpathians, 
a strong argument. In this hunting ground 
chamois with over 115 CIC points. The average 
of the chamois shot is over 105 CIC points. The 
accommodation offers every hunter enough space and 
and is furnished in a rustic and 
comfortable style. From the 
accommodation you need approx. 
1 hour to reach the hunting ground
